Taken in cities across Europe, North America, Asia, and Africa, Muholi’s 
socially engaged, radical brand of self-portraiture transforms found 
objects and quotidian materials into dramatic and historically loaded 
props, merging the political with the personal, aesthetics with history 
- often commenting on specific events in South Africa’s past, as well as 
urgent global concerns pertinent to our present times: scouring pads 
and latex gloves address themes of domestic servitude while alluding 
to sexual politics, cultural violence, and the often suffocating prisms 
of gendered identities. Rubber tires, cable ties, or electrical cords 
invoke forms of social brutality and exploitation; ​sheets of plastic and 
polythene draw attention to environmental issues and global waste, 
while accessories like cowrie shells and beaded fly whisks highlight 
Western fascinations with clichéd, exoticized representations of African 
cultures.
Throughout the series, the dark complexion of Muholi’s skin becomes 
the focal point of profound visual interrogations into matters of beauty, 
pride, desire, ​self-care and the many interlinked phobias, and isms 
navigated daily such as homophobia, transphobia, xenophobia, racism, 
and sexism.
